1. Description

(@) WORK INCLUDED - This section covers the furnishing and installation of the five strand barbed wire
fence at the location shown on the plan and as directed by the Engineer.

(b) The work shall include the construction of a barbed wire fence between Sand Gap Road and the Levee at
12 to 15 feet off the back of street curb or as otherwise directed by the Engineer. The work shall include
connecting to the existing fence at each end of the project.

2. STANDARD SPECIFICATIONS - The materials and construction shall conform to the applicable section
of Section 619 Fences of the standard Specification for Highway Construction except as modified in this
section.
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3. Materials All barbed wire shall be 12 %2 gage 4 point barbed wire equal to Red Brand as specified in
Paragraph 619.02 (b) (3) of the above referenced standard specification with no alternatives allowed. Line
post shall be 6 foot steel studded T-post having a minimum weight of 1.25 pounds per foot. All other materials
shall conform to the referenced Standard Specification above for a Type D-1 fence with steel post.

4., CONSTRUCTION

a. PREPARATION - The brush, humps or ruts shall be removed from the fence location prior to start
of construction. All materials removed shall be properly disposed of.
b. FENCE INSTALLATION -

i. The fence shall be constructed of all new fence material constructed in accordance with the
requirements of this section with line post a 12” max spacing.

ii. Terminal Post Assemblies and Line Brace Assemblies shall consist of two 5” min diameter
treated timber post with diagonal tension wire and 4” minimum diameter horizontal top
brace post similar to detail for Type C (Wood Post) detail for Line Post Brace Assembly
and Corner Post detail shown on Arkansas State Highway and Transportation
Department‘s Standard Roadway Drawings sheet WF-4 “Wire Fence Type C And D” and
as directed by the Engineer. The Terminal Post Assemblies shall be placed at each end of
the project and at each side of the gates. The Line Brace Assemblies shall be place at
minimum 330 foot spacing along the fence line and at locations where the angle in change
of fence direction exceeds 10 degrees

a. Gates consisting of two 12’ Long x 50” high commercial grade painted steel tube gates. The
gates shall be constructed of 2" diameter 16 ga. Steel tubing with 6 horizontal runs of tubing per
gate and a minimum of 2 vertical Z braces at 1/3 points of the gate. The gates shall be mounted
on Gate Post Assembly and shall meet at the midpoint of a 24 foot wide opening.

b. The gates shall be mounted level with aligning top and bottom tubes and with a level swing
open.

c. All other construction shall conform to the referenced standard specification above.

5. Measurement and Payment:

a. Clearing and grading of the area along with concrete material will not be paid for separately but
will be considered subsidiary to fence installation.

b. The barbed wire fence acceptably completed will be will be measured by the linear foot and the
measurement shall include all wire, fasteners, line post, Line Brace Assemblies, corner post, pull
post and gate support assemblies.

c. Five Strand Barbed wire fence acceptably completed and measured as provided above will be paid
for at the contract unit price per linear foot bid for "Five Strand Barbed Wire Fence", which price
shall be full compensation for furnishing all materials, including wire, post, fastners; and for all
equipment, tools, labor, and incidentals necessary to complete the work.

d. The double 12 foot gate acceptably completed will be measured by the whole unit of double 12’
gate installation and will be paid for at the contract unit price per each bid for "Double 12 foot
Gate", which price shall be full compensation for furnishing all materials, including concrete, post;
and for all equipment, tools, labor, and incidentals necessary to complete the work.
