AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE ZONING ORDINANCE OF THE CONWAY LAND 
DEVELOPMENT CODE TO REQUIRE ADDRESSES IN NOTICES OF PUBLIC HEARINGS 
WHERE RELEVANT; DECLARING AN EMERGENCY; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES: 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF 
CONWAY, ARKANSAS: 

SECTION 1: That Section 801.3 - Procedure of the Zoning 

Ordinance of the Conway Land Development Code be amended to add 

the following: 

"The required public notice in the newspaper shall identify 
the location for which the variance is being sought by legal 
description and by an address incorporating a street and 
assigned number. If an address has not been assigned to t.he 
location, a description of the site adequate to locate it for 
the average lay person may be substituted in place of the 
address. 'I 

SECTION 2 :  That Section 901.2 - Procedure for Authorizinq 

Conditional Uses - A. of the Zoning Ordinance of the Conway Land 

Development Code be amended to add the following: 

!'The required public notice in the newspaper shall identify 
the location for which the conditional use is being sought by 
both legal description and by an address incorporating a street 
and assigned number. If an address has not been assigned to 
the location, a description of the site adequate to locate it 
for the average lay person may be substituted in place of the 
address. It 

SECTION 3 :  That Section 901.5 - Amendments, C. Procedure, 
(31, (a) of the Zoning Ordinance of the Conway Land Development 

Code be amended to add the following: 

"The required public notice in the newspaper shall identify 
ths location for which any rezoning is being sought by both 
legal description and by an address incorporating a street and 
assigned number.
