AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CONWAY SUBDIVISION ORDINANCE TO REQUIRE CURBS TO BE FOUR INCH ROLL
CURBS, DECLARING AN EMERGENCY AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES:

Whereas, the City of Conway wishes to amend the standard curbing dimension and four inch roll curbs are

desired:

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OFTHE CITY OF CONWAY, ARKANSAS:

Section 1: That ARTICLE V -IMPROVEMENTS, SECTION 2, STREETS, G. Curbs Gutters and Sidewalks of the
Conway Subdivision Ordinance as adopted by Ordinance 0-00-03 on March 2S, 2000 is hereby amended as follows:

G. Curbs and Gutters and Sidewalks
Curbs and gutters are required for all streets unless otherwise specified. The curb and
gutters shall be concrete twenty-four (24) inches in width with a si.. (e) iAGh ~pFigRt 6~Fb four (4) inch high roll curb as
detailed on the approved plans. 9Fivewa','S aleAg stFeets with this e~Fb shall be GeAstF~etea se that the 6~Fb height is
Fea~6ea te eAe aAa eAe half iAGhes (1.6) a6Fess the aFi'Je'Nay as peF aetail appFe','ea by the City EAgiAeer.
Expansion joints (1/2" remolded material) shall be placed on each side of drainage structures, at the ends of the
radius at intersections and cul-de-sacs and at maximum one hundred (100) foot spacing throughout the length of the
curb and gutter. Expansion joints (1/2" premolded material) shall be provided in the sidewalk where abutting
driveways, concrete curb and gutter or other rigid items and at one hundred (100) foot maximum spacing throughout
the length of the sidewalk. Material and construction shall conform to the requirements of Section 634 of the
Arkansas State Highway and Transportation Department's "Standard Specifications for Highway Construction".

Section 2: That any ordinances or parts of ordinances in effect at the time of the passage of this ordinance
that are in conflict with this ordinance are repealed to the extent of the conflict.

Section 3: That this ordinance is necessary for the protection of the public peace, health and safety, and an
emergency is hereby declared to eXist, and this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage
and approval.
