the 27th day of November, 2007 asking the City Council to vacate and abandon the east –west leg of Bill 
Dean Drive in the South Commercial Park, located within the City of Conway, AR city limits.  

 
WHEREAS, after due notice as required by law, the council has, at the time and place mentioned 

in the notice, heard all persons desiring to be heard on the question and has ascertained that the easement 
or the portion thereof, hereinbefore described, has heretofore been dedicated to the public use as a

(5) years subsequent to the filing of the plat; that all the owners of the property abutting upon the portion 
of the street to be vacated have filed with the council their written consent to the abandonment; and that 
public interest and welfare will not be adversely affected by the abandonment of the street.
